· Play to 25 points, but must win by 2 points
· Play the best 2 out of 3 sets 

· A team can score NOT only when they serve, but each time

· On a serve: if the ball hits the net and goes over, the opposing team must play the ball
· No noise during the serve

· No spike on the serve

· No blocking on the serve

· You may insert a substitute only when it is your serve

· No team is required to substitute

· No hands over the net and no crossing underneath the net during play

· If the ball hits the line, it shall be considered IN

· A player is allowed to “foot” the ball to keep it in play, but it counts as one of the three hits per side

· One can not hit the ball twice in a row

· No touching of the net during play or crossing into the opposing side’s court. Ball is automatically forfeited to the other team if a player touches or goes under the net during a round.

· No “carrying” the ball

· Blocking does NOT count as a hit. That is, if a hit is blocked, the team still has 3 hits.

· Of the 6 players at least 2 must be men, and 2 must be women
· 1 person watches each back line

· Coaches/leaders at the net

· Any plays that are “hotly-debated” will be played over

· Each team should bring a set of score cards!

· Rescheduling of games (weather, etc.) is left up to the individual schools
