If I am chosen to be a participant, I will attend MAlt events, including group meetings, fundraisers, and special events.  I understand that if I miss two or more of these meetings/fundraisers, it may be cause for dismissal from the trip.
Alcohol/Drug-Free Policy:  MAlt is an alcohol- and drug-free program.  MAlt adheres to this strict policy in order to achieve the program’s community service goals and to ensure the safety and well-being of all participants.  As such, students may not possess and/or consume alcoholic beverages and/or illegal drugs while participating on MAlt trips.  Should this policy be violated, the participant will be asked to leave the trip and will be responsible for arranging and funding his/her return travel.   By signing below, I agree with this policy and will adhere to it without exception.  
Non-Refundable Payment Policy:  Upon acceptance, all students choosing to participate in MAlt must make an initial deposit of $100, due November 5.  This payment is a sign of commitment to the program and will not be refunded after November 21.  By signing below, I signify that I understand the MAlt non-refundable payment policy.

Financial Aid Policy:  MAlt is committed to making alternative break trips available to all students and therefore provides an opportunity for participants to receive financial aid.  Trip leaders will distribute financial aid forms to their groups, and participants can indicate to what degree they are capable of funding their own participation.  This information will be confidential.  The total amount of financial aid that participants on each trip request will be assigned to each group as its fundraising goal.  Every participant is expected to participate in the fundraising efforts of the group, regardless of individual need.  In the event that a trip exceeds its fundraising goal, proceeds will be donated to the MAlt gift fund for future MAlt scholarships.  Note: Each participant will be responsible for paying a minimum of 25% of the individual cost of the trip, due by January 14 (includes the $100 deposit).
